Public Hearing Workshop being  
arranged by Extension. He appeared 
on WGMX Radio’s “Morning Mix” 
show to discuss the upcoming  
Acropora coral regulations, recent fish 
stock assessments, and the solar 
photovoltaic class.

     Kim attended a three-day Water 
Quality Sampling and Analysis  
in-service training course at the  
UF/IFAS/Tropical Research and 
Education Center campus in  
Homestead. The objectives of the 
course were to introduce water  
regulations, monitoring and sampling 
techniques, BMP program initiatives, 
and laboratory methods related to 
water quality of surface and ground 
waters. 
     She organized a joint field trip for 
22 Monroe and Miami-Dade County 
Master Gardeners to tour the FKAA 
Water Treatment Plant in Florida 
City. They also toured the Pine 
Rocklands and observed the native 
habitat. 
     Four regional plant clinics were 
conducted by Kim and Master  
Gardeners in Key West, Marathon, 
Big Pine Key, and Key Largo. A total 
of 33 people attended and were 
helped with their plant/insect  
problems. 
    Kim and six Master Gardeners 
beautified the Gato Building’s  
landscape by applying wood mulch 
supplied by Monroe County Public 
Works and reinstalling the black  
edging. 
      She presented a horticultural  
education booth at the Marathon 
Garden Club Plant Sale that was 
visited by 66 people, with 108  
publications distributed. 
     At the two-day Key West Garden 
Fest, held at the Key West Botanical 
Gardens, Kim provided a booth with 
horticultural education, which 169 
people visited and 263 publications 
were distributed. 
     Kim offered horticultural  
information to 50 people who  
attended the Sugarloaf Key  
Firehouse Plant Sale. 
     She held a one-hour workshop 
called “Composting!” at the  
Islamorada Library. A total of 18  
people attended and 134  
publications were distributed. 
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     Doug attended a Florida Keys  
Commercial Fishermen’s Association 
board meeting to discuss coral-related 
issues that may potentially impact the 
local fisheries. He also reported that the 
Disaster Recovery Corporation was  
submitting their final invoice to Monroe 
County for hurricane-related marine  
debris removal, therefore the fishermen 
should be receiving final payments 
within the next few months for their 2006 
trap cleanup efforts. 
     He participated in a two-day meeting 
in Charleston, SC to discuss the  
potential for individual fishing quotas in 
the Atlantic snapper grouper fishery. The 
meeting was one of a series of the  
Limited Access Privilege Program  
Working Group of the South Atlantic 
Fishery Management Council. 
     Doug attended the Florida Keys  
National Marine Sanctuary (FKNMS)  
Advisory Council meeting to assist with 
a presentation about GLEE-related  
efforts and to learn about proposed 
Acropora coral regulations. 
     He participated in the third Keyswide 
Sustain-ability Program presentations 
and the first annual GLEE membership 
meeting. 
     Doug attended a GLEE Steering 
Committee meeting and a GLEE Expo  
organization meeting that included a tour 
of the new Marathon High School where 
the Expo will be held May 9-11, 2008. 
     He participated in a Sanctuary  
Education and Outreach Working Group 
meeting to develop an action plan for 
improving communications between 
FKNMS and the Advisory Council and 
the public. 
     Doug attended a Reef Resilience 
Workshop conducted by The Nature 
Conservancy to obtain input from user 
groups regarding the health of the reefs 
and ongoing monitoring programs. 
 

       Alicia taught a two-part budgeting 
and finance seminar for senior  
citizens at the Key Largo Library with 
22 participants in attendance. 
     She is working with the Monroe 
County School District to implement a 
High School Financial Literacy  
program in all the high schools by the 
2008-09 school year. This project is 
supported by Superintendent Randy 
Acevedo, the School Board, and in 
response to the Florida Department of 
Education’s recent adoption of new 
standards. All of the teacher training 
and curriculum, including workbooks 
for each student, will be provided at 
no cost to the district through the UF 
Cooperative Extension sponsorship. 
     Alicia demonstrated to the Florida 
Keys Wastewater Assistance  
Foundation (FKWAF) how to file for a 
State Solicitation & Duns number . 
The Duns number is for any federal 
grants/state contracts FKWAF may 
want to participate in and is required 
by the Florida State Department of 
Agriculture before soliciting donations. 
She taught the FKWAF’s leadership 
how to formulate an application and 
the rating process based on federal 
poverty guidelines and how to  
develop a strategic plan. 
     Two statewide trainings for faculty 
and professionals were taught by 
Alicia which topics included  
Governance and Leadership,  
Volunteer Development, Asset  
Mapping and Preparation for your 
Promotion Packet, and Getting your 
501©3 Status. 
     She attended leadership training 
on financial literacy, poverty, and 
health. 
     Alicia worked with an individual 
teacher to include financial literacy 
into her existing school programs.
